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Calgary Lagging Behind Other Urban Centres!

When you need to take field sports to the next

level, artificial turf seems to be the solution.

Artificial turf has evolved significantly to become
the playing surface of choice for sport profes-
sionals. Whether used for soccer, or other field
sports, artificial turf has risen to an entirely new
level of play thanks to the advances in technol-
ogy which have revolutionized the quality of
artificial turfs.

Artificial turf can be a better solution when the
environment is particularly hostile to natural
grass. Artificial turf can withstand significantly
more use than natural grass can, therefore be
used much more frequently. This allows for
seasons to be extended and field sports to gen-

erate more revenue.

Many cities within Alberta have seen the benefits
of replacing natural grass fields with artificial turf.
Unfortunately, Calgary is falling behind other
urban centres in the area of artificial turf. Cal-
gary currently only has five artificial turf fields
being utilized by field sports, Shouldice (3),
McMahon Stadium (1), and Cohos Common
Field — SAIT (I). Edmonton is on the other end
of the spectrum. In 2009, Edmonton had only
three artificial turf fields. They created an Artifi-
cial Turf plan (2009-2015) to bring their artificial
turf inventory up to between 9 and 12 fields.

Their plan is well under way with already two

more fields in place. Mill Woods District Park,
along with the Commonwealth Stadium should be
under way this month.
